General Information
Who does the training?

Do I need prior acupuncture training to attend? 
No prior training in acupuncture is required to attend this course. 

How do I pass the course?
For NADA certification, students will be assessed on the 4th day (final day) of the course. The exam will comprise a Q&A, Health & Safety, needling technique and client handling. Certificates will be handed out at the end of the exam, which means that you can immediately apply for insurance and start practising auricular acupuncture. You can also contact NADA for a 1-year NADA membership for a fee of £50.  
For full certification of Auricular acupuncture
You will be required to complete 3 case histories, comprising of ten sessions each, documenting pictures of your work, your choice of points, the outcome and a summary of your thought process. You can download a case history form from the tab Student Materials. You will then be required to pass an assessment which will look at your health and safety practice, your client handling, your needling technique and a knowledge of all the points covered in the class. Once you have submitted the case histories and completed your assessment, you will receive a certificate enabling you to practice Auricular acupuncture with insurance.
